No. F 04-06/2019/24.—The State Government, hereby superseding its previous orders and instructions
regarding advertisement policy for newspapers, electronic media, websites, web portal etc enforces following provi-
sions with immediate effect :—

Advertisement Rules 2019

Advertisement in Print Media

Para-01- Directorate of Public Relations acts as the only advertisement agency for all Government Departments of
the State. Classified advertisements of all Government Departments are released through the Directorate of
Public Relations. Directorate of Public Relations (DPR) is the only authorized agency of State Government
to release advertisement. Advertisements for corporations/semi Government bodies are released by its sis-
ter-concern organization Chhattisgarh Samvad as directed by the Government. Any Government advertise-
ment, except those cases subjected to the general or special instructions issued by the Government, cannot
be given to any newspaper, which is not in the approved list of Directorate of Public Relations and Chhattisgarh
Samvad.

Para-02- Objective of Government Advertisement is not to provide financial aid to the journals, magazines
and newspapers Main objective of advertisements is to ensure promotion of as many Government schemes/
programmes and reach out to the target groups through newspapers, magazines, other media and publica-
tions that publish news and contemporary information, so that Government schemes have a reach to every
person and the needy persons may take maximum benefit from the same.

Advertisements will be released as per requirement and based on the budget available for the same.
Despite any provision included under these rules, no newspaper/magazine or any other publication would
have any right to claim issuance of advertisement to them.

For issuing advertisement, an approved list of daily and weekly newspapers published from the
state would be prepared. For selection in this list, newspapers will have to send application in prescribed
format. A committee of three officials would be formed by the Competent Authority (Commissioner/Direc-
tor) Public Relations for enlistment of newspapers.

Para-03- To get enlisted in the advertisement list minimum circulation of daily and weekly newspaper should be at
least 5000 copies

Para-04- To get enlisted, the newspaper should have had regular publication for minimum one year compulsorily.

Para-05- Registration of all the aforementioned newspapers and magazines at the office of Registrar of Newspaper
of India (RNI) is compulsory.

Para-06- To get enlisted, newspapers may apply in prescribed format, after completion of one year of its regular
publication. For applying, publishing of all the editions of the newspaper for prescribed minimum period is

compulsory. Concerned Advertisement Committee will meet once in six months.

Before including newspaper in the approved list the committee will examine its voice, standard,
policy and regularity.
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Para-07- To get enlisted in the advertisement list minimum size of news paper should be as following:

S.No. Periodical Minimum size
1 Daily — paper 1520 Standard. Column cm / 7600 square cm
2 Weekly — paper 960 - Standard Column cm / 4800 cm

Para-08- For circulation of maximum 25 thousand per edition, certificate issued by Chartered Accountant would be
compulsory. Along with the certificate issued by CA, publisher will have to produce list of agents and their
phone numbers, aadhaar card number, pan card number, complete address and another certificate mention-
ing the total number of copies of each edition being dispatched to them should be attached. For newspaper
with circulation of more than 25 thousand, certificate issued by DAVP for circulation number, certificate
issued by RNI or Audit Bureau of Circulation will be compulsory.

Para-09- Daily/Weekly Newspaper will be considered irregular and will be removed from the list on the
following basis-
Over a span of 12 months, it is compulsory for the daily newspaper to publish at least 25 days per
month, otherwise it would be considered as irregular.

2. If the weekly newspaper does not get published for consecutive three weeks, then it would be
removed from the approved list.

3. In a period of 12 months, it is compulsory for the weekly newspaper to have published at least three
issues a month i.e. 36 issues in a year, otherwise it would be considered as irregular.
® To qualify in terms of regularity as biweekly newspapers/magazines, publication of at
least 20 issues in a year would be compulsory for being considered as regular; otherwise
it would be marked as irregular.

[ To qualify in terms of regularity, monthly newspaper/magazine will have to publish at
least 10 issues in a year; otherwise it would be considered as irregular.

4. Daily/weekly/biweekly/monthly and other newspapers (including all pages) and their E-paper edi-
tions should be uploaded on the fixed days of publication.

Para-10- State Government will consider following points in selection of newspapers for approved advertisement
list-

1. Editorial is necessary in every edition of the newspaper. It should be original, syndicated editorials
will not be recognized.

2 Newspaper content should include 60/40 ratio of news, articles, contemporary material and adver-
tisements.
3. In case Publisher’s family/partner directly or indirectly publishes issue in more than one language

in same place with different name in particular time interval, then only one of the publications
would be eligible for regular advertisement. If entry of more than one newspapers of same media
house is reported, the competent authority (Director/Commissioner) Public Relations would probe
the matter and take final decision based on the pros and cons; this includes the action pertaining to
inclusion or exclusion of the name from advertisement list.

4. Once composed matter is printed or published as it is by different newspaper name then the
newspaper will be considered in altered category and shall not be included in the approved list.

5. In case of complaint of alteration by newspaper is proven, the newspaper will be remove from the

list and action against the newspapers will be taken within 7 days. Pending bills of the newspaper,
charged of alteration, will be cancelled.
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6. To take decision in alter cases, a committee of three officers will be constituted by Commissioner/
Director, Public Relations. In such cases Principal Secretary/Secretary/Commissioner/Director of
Public Relations will have the right to take decision in cases of appeal.

7. Same action will be taken against other newspapers of approved list, printed in the altered newspa-
per press. After hearing the plea of concerned newspapers, final decision will be taken by Compe-
tent Authority (Commissioner/Director Public Relations). In these cases, the newspapers concerned
will not be allowed to get printing done in the same press as the altered newspaper, if they are
willing to remain enlisted in the approved list.

Para-11- Newspaper published/printed and edited by a person, who has been punished for immoral or antisocial
crimes by the court, shall not be included in the list. Similarly, those people having any case of this nature
is sub-judice in the court, will not be enlisted. In case any complaint/information regarding those already
included in the list is received, the concerned person will have to submit an affidavit. In case, the affidavit
is not submitted by the concerned person on time, the newspaper concerned will be removed from the list by
Commissioner/Director Public Relations.

Para-12- Newspapers spreading communal or social hatred shall not be included in the list and if any complaint of
this kind against the enlisted newspaper is proven to be true, then the newspaper will be excluded/suspended
from the list by the Commissioner/Director of Public Relations. If on the aforementioned basis, Press Council
of India gives decision against the newspaper, it will be removed from the list.

Para-13- In case of any variation in size, number of pages or declaration letter of the paper, the Commissioner/
Director Public Relations should be informed about the same within 7 days. In case the information/com-
plaint regarding the same is received from any other source, the newspapers will be removed from the list.

Para-14- Despite the fact that the policy approves the newspapers enlisted for Government advertisements, the
newspaper does not have the right to claim receiving advertisement. In addition, if the newspaper is found
to be not giving proper place to Government’s stand, impugnment or publishing that in biased way, the
issuance of advertisement may be curtailed or suspended.

Para-15- If any information provided by enlisted newspaper while applying, is found incorrect and is proven to be
false or if there is any flouting of the conditions specified in the rules, then the competent authority
(Commissioner/Director) Public Relations may remove such papers from the approved list for a period of
time that may be deem fit, after getting approval from the committee. This period of expulsion will be of
maximum one year. In case of recurrence, the period of expulsion can be extended on recommendation of
the committee. If the publisher applies for re-inclusion in the list, then the application would be examined
by the committee on the basis of its merits and demerits and then competent authority may take decision
based on the recommendation of the committee.

Rates of advertisements

Para-16- State Government will sanction advertisements to all the newspapers/magazines on the advertisement rates
approved by Government of India’s institution DAVP. The newspapers, for which DAVP rate is not
prescribed, State Government will decide the ad-hoc state rates for them. State’s rate for advertisement for
daily newspapers with 8 or more pages and weekly newspapers of 8 or more pages are as follows :—

Circulation no 5001 to 10000 20 Rs. Per Column ¢m (Rs 5 per sq cm)
Circulation no10001 to 15000 30 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 7.50 per sq cm)
Circulation no 15001 to 20000 50 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 12.50 per sq cm)
Circulation no 20001 to 25000 60 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 15.00 per sq cm)
Circulation no 25001 to 30000 70 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 17.50 per sq cm)
Circulation no 30001 to 50000 80 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 20.0 per sq cm)
Circulation no 50001 to 75000 90 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 22.50 per sq cm)
Circulation no more then 75001 100 Rs. Per Column cm (Rs 25 per sq cm)

Enlisted newspapers/magazines that are published from the state or outside the state will be given
advertisements at state-rates fixed by Chhattisgarh Government and Government of India’s DAVP.
Chhattisgarh Samvad will also release advertisements of State Government’s Corporations/Boards/Public
Undertakings only at DAVP/contract rate.
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Directorate, under its jurisdiction and the Government has all the rights reserved to give any
classified or display advertisement at the rate which may be appropriate to any news paper, magazines,
periodical or other publication, published inside or outside the state.

Para-17- Supporting newspapers/magazines is not the sole objective of Government advertisements, still to main-
tain balance between publications of different categories based on circulation, regularity of publishing,
coverage area and target group, following criteria will be adopted for display advertisement:-

Category Limit Amount Circulation
Small Not less than 15% 25000

Medium Not less than 35% 25001 to 75000
Large Not more than 50% 75001 and above

In case of any deviation from the above criteria, state Government/Directorate will have all rights
reserved.

No display advertisement will be given to the newspapers for their inaugural issue. Advertisement
on foundation day of newspaper/magazine will be provided only if they organize any public programmed/
event on the occasion of foundation day. No display advertisement will be given for calendar/coffee table
book/booklet of newspapers, magazines, news websites/web portal.

Categories of Newspapers
Para-18- For the purpose of providing advertisement, State Government classifies newspapers published from the

state and outside from time to time based on notified standards under headers such as national, state, divi-
sion-level and district level and big, medium and small.

1. Small newspaper- which has maximum daily circulation of up to 25 thousand.
2. Medium newspaper- which has daily circulation between 25,001 & 75000
3. Big newspapers- which has circulation of more than 75000.

Annual Revision

Para-19- State Government would revise the approved list for advertisement every year. Revised list will be appli-
cable from Ist April every year. For revision, information should be provided in the prescribed format.
Generally, information in prescribed format as on March 31 will be received from newspapers by May 10 of
every year, based on which the list will be revised. If required, the newspapers concerned will be asked to
submit information submitted to DAVP. If the information is not received on time, action of debarring
the newspaper from receiving advertisement would be considered.

Para-20- At the time of revising the approved list, Directorate of Public Relations may conduct physical verification
of information provided by at least five per cent of the enlisted newspapers. This verification would be
conducted by the special cell constituted for this purpose.

Para-21- Daily newspapers which do not take service of news agencies or modern communication system of any
registered institution shall be kept in separate category. Remaining newspapers shall be categorized based
on the number of pages and its size. After inclusion in the list, if they do not deploy any such services,
they shall be automatically excluded from the list. At the time of annual revision, applicants will have to
submit a certificate of regularity of their newspapers. In this context, news agencies with minimum 20 paid
customers, including at least half of the paid customers from the state, will be eligible.

Para-22- If the Directorate asks for placement of a particular advertisement on a particular page or place on the
newspaper, then the payment for the same would be made based on the relevant rate structure under DAVP
Rules for Advertisement Rates.

Advertisement can be provided to the newspapers published from outside Chhattisgarh, for which
DAVP rates are not available or if publishing a particular advertisement on a particular newspaper is neces-
sary or important newspapers which provide coverage to the state, on their advertisement rates. Here, * their
advertisement rates’ refers to the commercial rate card of those particular newspapers.
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Estimation of sizes of advertisements

Para 23- 1. For the newspaper printed on offset printing press, size of advertisement would be estimated on the basis
of ten point letter.

Advertisement to Weekly Newspapers and Magazines

Para-24- Advertisements will be given only to the weekly newspapers of state included in the approved list, but as
and when required, also based on the availability of budget, display advertisements may be given to news-
papers/magazines not on the list or to those that are published from outside Chhattisgarh on DAVP rates or
on the ad-hoc state rates of Chhattisgarh Government.

The non-profit or non-commercial weekly newspapers of the state included in approved list can be provided
one-page advertisement of minimum worth Rs 10,000 for their last issue of the month. The minimum size
of such weekly newspapers should compulsorily be of five columns, 37 cm and minimum eight pages.

Para-25-

L. For publications fully based on Chhattisgarh state’s science, agriculture, social awareness, culture,
environment, special editions on state Government schemes or special publications based on women
and children, display advertisements can be provided as per budget availability on DAVP rates/
rates decided by State Government. Such magazines can be sanctioned display advertisements of
worth Rs 50000 maximum in a month and that of maximum Rs 2 lakh in one financial year.

2. From time-to-time as and when required, display advertisements are released for souvenirs. For
these advertisements, size of the souvenir should be minimum 32 pages of A-4 size. These
souvenirs should have ideal ratio of contemporary content and advertisements.

Souvenirs (national, state-level and local level) can be provided display advertisements of
maximum worth Rs 50,000 and that of Rs 2 lakh maximum in a financial year.

3. The periodical newspapers-magazines are provided advertisements, if they are published under the
provisions of Press and Book Registration Act 1867. Besides the above, Directorate will be able to
provide advertisements to non-periodical community newspapers, magazines, rural neighbourhood
papers, brochures for special target groups, irregular editions considering their importance. For
such publications, display advertisement worth maximum Rs 50 thousand in a month and display
advertisements worth Rs one lakh in a financial year can be sanctioned.

Para-26- In case of newspapers-magazines, verification should be done to check if the advertisements have
been published as per the parameters or not. The standard parameters, alongwith other points, include the
following:-

a) News items or articles should not have been copied from other newspapers-magazines. Likewise,
the news items and articles etc should not have been taken from other editions of the same maga-
zine/newspaper. Printed content and photograph should be clear and legible.

b) Newspapers-magazines should not publish any comment or content, which is against public de-
cency and moral criteria. It should not violate code of conduct defined by Press Council of India.

In case, the publisher provides wrong information or hides important information, then on recom-
mendation of the committee, that publication can be prohibited from receiving advertisements.

Verification of Circulation

Para 27- Directorate of Public Relations will have the right of inquiring and verifying about the circulation of the
enlisted newspapers or magazines and journals. For this purpose, a special cell will be constituted in the
Directorate. In addition to these district-level committees will be constituted as following:-

L. Two class one officers nominated by the Collector, of whom one should be from Department of
Commercial Tax (GST)
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2. In-charge officer of District Public Relations Office will be ex-officio secretary.
3 Labour officer
4. Divisional Engineer of Electricity Company

The Committee will verify circulation of the newspaper on the basis of the press and its printing
capacity, paper, ink and bills of material used in publication, electricity bills and other concerned factors.
Verification can be done when required or on the basis of complaint. In case of any disagreement with the
decision of committee, concerned paper may appeal to the state-level committee.

Committee will not generally inquire the circulation no. of newspapers recognized by ABC (Audit
Bureau of Circulation) unless and until there is no urgent reason or complaint. Structure of appeal commit-
tee will be as following:

1. Principal Secretary/Secretary Public Relations - President

2. Commissioner/Director Public Relations - Member

3. In-charge officer of advertisement section - Convener

] DPR has the right to verify the circulation of any newspaper or magazine etc published from the

state, which are under consideration for allotment of Government advertisement. State-level com-
mittee constituted under Directorate of Public Relations and the district-level committees can do
verification for number of circulation of any newspapers/magazines as per the rules.

® Annual Details:- Newspapers/magazines in the approved list will have to submit certificate of
their number of circulation, list of correspondents with their name and address, aadhaar card num-
ber, pan card number, mobile number, newspaper copies sent to the agents, postal registration,
annual income tax return, income tax details, GST payment related records, etc every year before
May 10.

Provisions for Publishing Advertisement

Para-28-
1. No newspaper/magazine/news website/ web portal can publish any Government display advertise-
ment or classified advertisement without pre-issued written permission or R.O. released by
Directorate of Public Relations. If any newspaper publishes any display/classified advertisement
without RO or pre-issued written permission and then applies for formal permission or RO, it
would be rejected. It is compulsory to publish advertisement only as per the RO released.

2. If any newspaper publishes classified advertisement after the given last date of publishing, no
payments would be done for the same.

3. Classified advertisement would be released at DAVP rate or the state ad-hoc rate decided by Direc-
torate of Public Relations.

4. Based on the nature, format and requirement of the classified advertisements related to tenders
received from various Government departments, recruitment, amendments etc, small, medium and
big newspapers will be selected. For releasing classified advertisement in various Government
departments, adherence to the relevant rules/store purchase rules will be ensured.

5; Selection of newspapers for classified advertisements will be done in a way that the advertisement
gets published in minimum one local daily newspapers, one division-level daily newspaper and
one state-level daily newspaper.

First Page in Daily Newspaper
Para-29- In case Government advertisement is allotted to be published on the ‘first page’ of a daily newspaper, page

with main title of the newspaper under which address of publication, date, issue, year, price and page
number 1 is mentioned clearly in proper manner will be considered as the first page.
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Rate fixation for Display Advertisements given on actual First and Last Page

Para-30- According to the para-16 of print media related advertisement policy 2016 of Government of India’s
DAVP, 50% premium rate with DAVP rate for black and white advertisement on first page, 20% premium
rate with DAVP rate for publishing advertisement on third page, 10% premium rate with DAVP rate to
publish advertisement on fifth page, and 30% premium rate for last page is fixed. These premium rates are
applicable for those newspapers, which have their number of circulation certified by ABC/RNI. Advertise-
ment on remaining pages will be given in DAVP rates. Advertisement on “Sky-bus’ will also be given on
DAVP rates. For first jacket page, 100% premium rate will be payable along with DAVP rate.

As per section 24 of Government of India’s Print Media Advertisement Policy 2016, newspapers
will have to strictly adhere to the deadline for publishing the given advertisement as per the release order.
Public Relations/sister concern institution Samwad has the rights reserved to get display/decorative adver-
tisements published on particular pages occasionally. Payment request for advertisement published on supple-
ments of the newspapers will not be taken into consideration. Bills of the advertisement published on a date
or a page different than the date and the page number mentioned in the release order will not be accepted.

Advertisement on News Websites/News Web Portals

Para-31- Keeping in view the importance and requirement of digital mediums, display advertisements for news
websites/web portals operated from within/outside of Chhattisgarh will be released as per the requirement/
importance/occasion based on the availability of budget. Despite any of the points mentioned in these rules,
none of the news websites would have the right to claim release of Government advertisement to them.
Allotment of advertisements will be done on following parameters:-

1. Each website/ portal should have names, email-ids and mobile numbers of publisher, director,
editor along with editorial address displayed on the home page of the website/portal. They should
also update their website/portal on daily basis.

2. Website/web portal that uploads State-related news with priority will be given preference in pro-
viding advertisements. Also, local websites will be given priority in terms of advertisements.

3. Websites will be given only display advertisements, and during this period, no video or classified
advertisement would be given.

4. News website should have been online for at least one year. During this period, no changes should
have been made in the name and URL of the website.

5. Number of unique users in a month of the website should not be less than 10000. ‘Users’ refers to
total number of users in one month as shown in Google analytics.

6. Website operators should compulsorily present Google analytics report regarding ‘users’ along
with the application/proposal letter.

7. Directorate of Public Relations has all rights reserved to verify the number of unique users in a
month using other trustworthy web traffic analysis tools.

8. Calculation of payable amount for advertisements would be done by dividing the websites/portals
in five categories on the basis of monthly users visiting the website, in following manner :-

B 25001-75000 20000
C 75001-150000 30000
D 150001-300000 40000
E 300001 and above 50000

C 100001-300000 30000
D 300001-500000 40000
E 500001 and above 50000

09. Competent Authority (Commissioner/Director) Public Relations will have right to sanction adver-

tisements worth up to Rs 50,000/- to the News websites which abide by all the rules will be sanc-
tioned advertisements, as per the occasion/importance/requirement and budget availability. State
Government has all rights reserved for sanction of advertisement proposal/packages of any kind
worth more than the aforementioned amount at rates considered as appropriate.

10. No advertisement will be given for souvenir, coffee table book, foundation day, private events or
special issue of the news website.

11, Competent Authority (Commissioner/ Director) Public Relations will have the right to release
advertisements of worth up to Rs 50,000/- to the websites/web portals of newspapers, magazines,
and TV channels as per the importance/requirement of the Government and based on budget avail-
ability. “For Advertisements worth more than the aforementioned amount, State Government will
have the full power to release advertisement proposal/packages at the rates that deem appropriate™.

12. State Government or Commissioner/Director Public Relations have all the rights reserved to ap-
prove/reject eligibility of websites to receive advertisements based on standard, content, relevance
and target group of the website. Advertisement will not be provided or cancelled if the news websites/
news web portals are found to have uploaded/displayed any immoral or offensive content/link.

Advertisement on Electronic Media

Para-32- Directorate of Public Relations can release display advertisement to electronic media such as TV channels
and LCD/LED display boards placed at public places, airports and railway stations etc as per the require-
ment and budget availability. Following parameters would be adopted for issuing display advertisement to
electronic media:-

1. Television Registration Certificate of the TV News channel.
2. TRP certificate awarded to the TV news channel awarded by authorized organization.
3. In case of state, the coverage area and number of districts of the state where the channel is

telecasted will be taken into consideration.

4. Number of bureau offices/correspondents, telecast resources of the channel in state.
5. Approved DAVP rate for the TV channel
6. In case of local cable network, certificate of the area covered and the number of consumers will be

considered. This includes the certificate of fee paid for pay-channel.

% Besides regional TV news channel, display advertisements can be given to TV channels based
outside the state as per the occasion and availability of budget.

8. Display advertisement to electronic media will be given at DAVP rates. Those multi-broadcast

news channels, for which DAVP rates are not available, display advertisements will be released to
them at half the DAVP rate for equivalent news channels.
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Despite what is mentioned in these rules, Directorate, under its authority limits, and
Government has full power to release advertisements to any electronic media, whether tele-
casted in state or outside the state, on rates that they find appropriate.

9. State Government can go for Live Telecast of the important programmes related to public interest.
On the basis of budget availability and requirement, news capsules/special programmes based on
schemes and decisions etc and success stories of beneficiaries can be telecasted.

10. Directorate of Public Relations will decide the frequency of the broadcast of advertisement etc on
news channels.

1l Advertisements to Non-Government/Private, Commercial Radio/FM Radio will also be released
as per the similar parameters. Government may slacken the rules in case of community radios.

12. Advertisements to Government’s promotion mediums such as Doordarshan and Aakashwani will
be given on the rates fixed by them.

Para-33- Similar process for enlistment of approved electronic media (TV news channels and radio) will be adopted,
as it was done for newspapers and magazines.
I Like print media, enlistment of approved TV news channels/ FM radio channels will also be done.
For this, the TV news channel operators and FM radio channel operators will also have to apply for
enlistment along with all the necessary information/documents demanded in prescribed question-
naire of Department of Public Relations. Separate questionnaires will be prepared for electronic
media TV channels, local cable TV and radio.

2. A five-member committee will be constituted by Directorate of Public Relations by competent
authority (Commissioner/Director) Public Relations for consideration of applications submitted in
response to the questionnaire for inclusion in approved list. This committee would be in addition to
the advertisement committee formed for newspapers/magazines.

Display Advertisement in Social Media

Para-34- Display Advertisement on social media will be released on following conditions:-

L. Besides the traditional mediums of promotion and publicity, various tools of social media can also
be utilized for advertisements based on the Government’s requirement, utility and budget avail-
ability.

2, Advertisements can be released on various social media platforms such as facebook, twitter, you-

tube etc, as per the requirement and budget availability. Besides, those social media platforms,
which are presently not so popular but have potential of becoming effective medium of communi-
cation in future can also utilized as and when required.

3. For publicity of Government schemes, mobile media such bulk SMS, voice call, Whatsapp, Instagram
and other medium can be also be used as and when required based on budget availability.

Advertisement rates for social media will be decided by the committee constituted by competent
authority (Commissioner/Director).

“Despite what is mentioned in any of the rules, Directorate, under its authority limit, and
Government has all the rights reserved to release advertisement in social media, whether
broadcasted from the state or outside the state, at the rates which they find appropriate.”
